2006—07 Ticket Sales

The Club purchased 854 tickets for New Hampshire
and Vermont ski areas this year at a cost of over
$22,000. Ticket sales generated over $3,500 in
income, which helped in paying the costs of running
the Club, including meeting expenses such as food
and buying door prizes.
